WSF MEMORY PROCESS 

The WSF, from its first edition in Porto Alegre, meant to be as " historic hinge" that allowed the joint meeting and articulation of the scattered multiple experiences of the anti capitalist globalization movement. Turning point for cultural, political and social diversities, including cross-cutting themes such as the claims of gender, ethnicity, negritude or religion into the public agendas worldwide, not forgetting the military-economic privileged axis of the current model for concentration and exclusion at planetary level. 
This alone would be sufficient to recognize the need for its historical record for present and future generations. Beside the international events, a growing number of local forums, regional, thematic and sectoral sprouting seeds scattered in different geographies and contexts, assuming freely the "spirit" of the WSF and its Charter of Principles. This means the need on putting emphasis on the overall process, which shows a concrete reality of growth in multiple directions and formats, whose articulation is the major challenge we face today. This is a vital task to perform: document the process in all its diversity and complexity. Only this will allow: 
- Safeguard the memory of what happened to mankind, 
- Have reliable pathes leading the process and its amendments, 
- Understand the complexity and heterogeneity that involves the challenge of this construction, 
- Find the points that unite such diversity and address toward the major conflicts, 
- Expand our way of perceiving the world, social relations and contact with nature, 
- Identify trends and alternatives priorities to assist the strategic assessment process, to rethink present and future actions, 
- Maintain a permanent watch on our actions to readress errors. 

Moreover, the accumulated experience brings up a strong paradox: those larger sectors of the global population, the most directly attacked by the dominant model for their financial, social and political vulnerability, which would be the natural target of our reflections and actions from the FSM, are not participating in it and, in most cases not even know it exists. This is particularly true in Africa, Asia and large parts of Latin America. To be able to start to face this situation, we must add to the current " mundialización " of the WSF an efficient and systematic dissemination of the contents and the organizational forms among the great majority of the world so to reach at all level each meeting local, regional or global. 
  This is only possible if we keep an adequate record, standardized and safeguard the production of the length and width of the process, with compatible formats and codes, with similar criteria. The issue of formats leads to another "bias" characteristic of the predominant profile of the participants: the habit of frequent reading, the daily use of internet, etc.. It is interesting to note that other exhisting formats are also preferred by large majorities, in many cases with incomplete schooling, such as oral, but also by young people around the world, familiar from the cradle with audio-visual culture. 
For example, we can consider some possibilities: 
• The register of written language is essential for electronic dissemination of papers, lectures, panels and discussions, articulated in a web page with a thematic approach, regional, etc., In as many languages as possible. You can also make equivalent products for larger distribution, containing the main points of discussion to be distributed in areas of middle level of schooling: educational centers of various level, social organizations of all types, local print media. Thus we will have a monumental library growing, both tangible and virtual. 
• Regarding the photographs, we should note that they provide not only illustrate the text, but an important contextual information themselves. Your registration will both print and electronic dissemination and for implementation of exhibitions, thematic exhibitions, etc.. The same applies to all other existing graphical expressions: posters, drawings, collages, etc.. All this can now be retrieved electronically and reproduced in different geographies and time in order to build the library of the WSF. 
• The hearing format is particularly important for dissemination in the popular sectors. Oral tradition is a deep richness of expression in most cultures of the planet, and the use of radio is often of high mass consumption, particularly among rural and urban workers in work schedules, and high among the female audience . Community radio networks and alternative radios could diffuse fragments of conferences or interviews conducted in the framework of the WSF, from copies of material find over the Internet. Each language has potential listeners in many places on earth, besides the possible translations. There is also an interesting project for oral record of impressions of the participants of the WSF. A audiotheque of registering voices, testimonies, songs, music, specific audio contexts. 
• Finally, audiovisual recording is the magic of withholding life, realizing contexts, bodies and faces, gestures, movements and concrete sounds, so you can experience time as it was lived in by viewers in another time and place, expanding the situation in a potentially infinite. The video recording of panel discussions or significant interviews subsequently allows the debate in areas not directly participating in the WSF events. The visual memory is privileged for the registration of marches and demonstrations, acts of resistance and parties or groups. There is already a substantial collection of audiovisual and documentary records of good technical skill, which feeds the wsftv site and can feed also commercial television program or alternative: a powerful shared library. 

This implies: 
1) find and protect the existing materials of the past, both at international events as at local and regional forums, 
2) to define common approaches for future registration in each major event or activity: Standares levels, formats, languages, logos, etc.. 
3) to encourage the documentation of the participants of the WSF, always thinking of the principles of access and inclusion to extend and expand the process, 
4) consider the best options for coordination and distribution of materials, from a physical and electronic key for riproduction at all levels. 
Obviously such a task exceeds the goodwill of a few. It is imperative that crews of more or less specialized people and equipment from different places are willing to  (or evolves as such from the experience) "accompany" the local process by recording the best way possible, "according to the capabilities and infrastructure of each case - multimedia formats and fundamentals of the activities of both the centralized and self-managed by the participating organizations. 
To begin to walk in that direction in articulation is necessary to advance the establishment of a Working Group on the Report of the WSF, to initiate the task systematically., To protect the experience and bring it into dialogue with the future.
