· Follow ups from the previous meeting
1. Meeting with the MoYS: was accomplished on Wed. 11-09-2013.
 Positive meeting, the Ministry was very welcoming, and ready to support Non-violence Sport activities of the ISF. They requested a formal application to be submitted by a registered NGO, after discussion, members of the preparatory committee agreed upon Women for Peace Organization to do the task, through the Non-violence Sport committee.
2. A meeting with UNDP. On Tue. 10-09-2013 
Long profitable meeting that lasted for an hour and a half. The delegation that met them explained the concept of ISF, and answered lots of questions. UNDP will not participate this year, but will for the coming years, and because of mobility restrictions as employees of the UN, they will not attend the activities themselves, but will send their Iraqi colleagues, and will follow through life streaming.
3. A meeting with MoWR 08-09-2013 Sun.
They will only participate with the session of Save Tigris and the Iraqi marshes, they had an idea to register an activity, but their demands were more than the ISF can provide for, ex: they requested certain standers for the tent.
4. Bags were supposed to be received form the MoE also on Tue, but were not. The delay was caused by the printing house. Will be ready next Sun.
5. Visas for international: 
Were not issued yet, still at the intelligence directorate, all we can do is wait for it. An additional list of 9 names was filed today, we are not sure whether their visas will be issued in time for the ISF or not.
Updates:
· Iraqi Red Crescent Society
They are having second thoughts regarding tent supply for the ISF, because of the increasing numbers of Syrian refugees arriving at Iraq during this period. Negotiations are going on; we will receive their final decision next Sat. Meanwhile our colleague Jinan will make inquiries regarding “renting tents” for the forum, how much will it coast, what are the possibilities and options, trying to get tents from the ICRC/ Iraq
It was previously decided that each activity gets a 3-meter tent.
· General Agenda for the forum
1. Reaching the final stages of arrangement, a primary draft was delivered for the participants for comments and notes to help finalization.
2. Workshops, conferences, symposiums are held separately from the open space where musical and theatrical activities are held to avoid distraction
3. First day 26th of Sept. will be dedicated for non-violence sport activities, pending Baghdad university final approval to use the university facilities, this will take place in the morning, the official grand opening will be at the National  Theater in Karradah- Baghdad, starting at 04.00pm – 06.00pm
4. Second and third days, 27th-28th of Sept. will be held at the Baghdad Cultural Center, and Al-qushlah, both are located in Al-mutnabi Street in Baghdad.
5. Basically the program will consist of three slobs starting at 09.00am, ending at 03.00pm. (3:00 pm :usually for security reasons and for the nature of this area of Baghdad that open mainly in the morning)
6. There will be a plenary session at the end of days: two and three , of the forum for general review of the day.
7. For the rooms there are:
a.  Nine halls available for conference, workshops, and symposiums: (A1-A9), with the capacity of 100 persons each that is adequately equipped with sound equipment.  
b. Hall (100) person ,which will serve as the extended forum bureau (A10)
c. Extension office: small room with internet used by extension  team mainly for participating the ‘abroad tele- participation’
d. And a theater (A11) capacity of (150 persons), for plenary sessions, to be organized, monitored, and scheduled by preparatory committee.
8. Around 50 small Tents (B1-B50) will be provided for initiatives, campaigns, open activities as well as galleries and the likes. These tents are open for the 27th and the 28th of Sept.  
9. The program will include timing table of the activities, names of the halls, as well as the location detailed map.
· Preparatory committee will meet again next Sun at Tammuz Org to
a.  Set first day’s activities of Non-violence sport.
b. The opening session program at the National Theater.
c. Determine who’s the activity coordinator, who will monitor timing of the activities, with the help of volunteers, and check upon interpreters.
· Registration:
a. Will start on the 21st. of Sep. at the International Peace Day festival.
b. There will be Bothe at Baghdad University.
c. Bothe at Almutanabi Str. During all das of the forum.
d. Fees of registration were set at 1000 ID for Iraqis, 20$ for internationals.
e. Reception committee will be responsible for registration, receiving internationals, hotel reservations, and guidance during the forum.
f. Our colleague Talib Nawrowz will be responsible for registration and reception committee.
· ISF activities at International Peace Day
a. In the morning with the Peace and Solidarity Counsel, at their Peace festival. 
b. In the evening at Abunwass Str. with Alammal Association, registration Bothe and demonstrating Garbage Monster, this is an activity that the volunteers have done.
· Non-violence Sport
a. University Approval is granted, the remaining is mare bureaucracy.
b. Activities: a 2Km,a 10Km races, Photo gallery with the help of Iraqi Photography Canter, Free drawing for children, a musical band will play music. The football game is canceled since evening will be at the National Theater.
c. Our colleagues Ahmed Alsultan and Zahir will follow up with the MoYS for fund. If not granted, then we must work with the available.
d. Set the registration form for the races early to be lunches at the ISF website first.
e. First day activities of the Non-violence sport will be finalized next Sun.
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
